$45,000 Homebuyer Grants Announced!

Mitchell County just received word there is a new housing incentive program available for qualified families and individuals.  Under this program, a person/family will be allowed to build a house valued no higher than $180,000 including the lot and all of the amenities.  For qualified individuals/families, you can receive a grant (FREE money) up to $45,000 or 25% of the value of the house.  $45,000 free monies is impressive!  If our citizens don’t take advantage of this program, other counties will.  
There are income guidelines that have to be met, credit approvals required, house plans have to be pre-approved, and applications completed by the end of February.  

This is an excellent opportunity to upgrade to an energy efficient, green built home in the Mitchell County communities of Osage, Riceville, St. Ansgar, or Stacyville.   

There will be four informational meetings held to explain and outline the parameters of this program.  On the 25th of January, the meeting will be held in Osage at the Mitchell County Economic Development offices at 509 State Street at 6 p.m.; on the 26th, Riceville City Hall at 6 p.m.; on the 27th at St. Ansgar City Hall starting at 5:30 p.m. and later that evening at 7:00 p.m., at the Stacyville Community Center.  
After Jan. 20th, all interested Mitchell County bankers will also understand the program and will be available to assist those interested in this potential GRANT opportunity.  
All pieces of the application need to be completed on or before the 26th of February.  This is a very short time line you need to act now by attending one of the above informational meetings.
